The priests of capitalism

As wise men advised to generations to come, to see the height of the mountains or city skyscrapers nowadays, the person should leave the place to see their greatness from a distance. But it “nobs” our heads in a free and easy manner to make us know once for all that not every person with a clever mind can get oxygen; everything has been distributed among old capitalists. We are reminded every time, when occasion offers and does not: “You, hostages of the modern world capitalism, do not crowd before the gate of the “capitalistic paradise” and do not inhale the synthetic capitalistic oxygen designed only for the rich. Take with gratitude only what you are given and do what you are said to do!” The capitalists’ disposition is such!

Well, ladies and gentlemen, what are we, defrauded states of the former Soviet Union, supposed to do? Anthropoid European democrats encircled us with “barbed” care and keep watch over us and do not allow us to learn or to have more than they, priests of “classic social and political system”, want to give us! Do we have a choice?!

As usual, even a person of a strong will loses heart every time he faces a difficult choice. Everything seems to be clear, but the needy decision requires many efforts, the loss of huge energy, a struggle, first of all, inside oneself.
