WAR OR MORALITY?!

Or still a moral vacuum?!

We have witnessed serious contradictions about one important matter in society recently. 

Long diffuse discussions, wrangle and simply intestine talks full of malice and blame about recent release and return of Ramil Safarov, an Azerbaijan Armed Forces officer, from life imprisonment exposed and “lit up” the dark corners of our society. Many things the presence of which I would not believe in earlier have exposed to us. The reality makes us react to everything related to our society, people and citizens inside our country and abroad. It would be very immoral to sit keeping silent and not doing anything, of course. I am sure that before accusing someone, one should study attentively the moral state of our world, especially at the moment of making decision and find at least the “golden section” between wild morality violators and those who still try not to violate its limits at all. Probably thus we will be able to find the support point of our arguments and not to worry for the decision we have made or a thought we have expressed. We will probably be able to remain within morality this way. 

Raising the problem this way, I do not doubt that nowadays it is not morality and people honoring it, the so-called moralists, but politics and a lot of money that are ruling the mankind 90% at the minimum. 

Though everything should be other way. Every single tenant of the Earth that faces a great deal of injustice going beyond even primitive morality dreams of that. 

However, the present state of the world is that we have taken the evidently contradicting situation as a possible entity. And nevertheless we are trying to assess government – the authorities’ actions – with strict morality criteria forgetting that by giving way to politics, morality cannot pass a priori a verdict to those who violate the system of moral values with their actions: unleashing wars, producing weapons of annihilation, letting injustice spread everywhere and rapidly, multiplying most people’s suffering. 

This is just some of the signs of denial of morality, dissociation from moral values. 

With politics and morality presented this way, do we have good reason to resist the results of criminal politics only with the values of morality which are completely isolated from control over states, nations, efforts of politicians who are in the “clothing” of imaginary moralists as the slavers of money pleasing their own ambitions and desires?

The analysis of recent ten years proves that the direction sign – where to go and how: with politics or morality – was destroyed long ago with heavy destroying fire of the army of present “main moralists” – the USA, NATO, and the powers that be, and, of course, always persecuted Armenians who place their own ambitions and interests above all human morality and values entrusted by our ancestry and in holy books of all religions. This is not my purely personal opinion, but a bitter reality of our times; I am just stating and reminding of them. 

I can suppose without exaggeration that the world has been accelerating its motion in this direction and becoming more immoral for unknown reasons. The following questions are reasonable in this situation: what are traditional moralists, including our all-forgiving tolerant nation, supposed to do? It has suffered the neighbors’ immoral policy for ages. It still seems to us that hundreds of brutally killed, wounded children, old people, women, including pregnant ones, are not enough to respond the aggressor adequately, according to its merits. We cannot leave the shade of a big tree of morality in respect of the enemy. We either feel comfortable in the shade or do not feel the protest inside us against reigning injustice. The enemy is not only absent in front of some people’s eyes, but even not appearing to most people. We are living with high morality without enemies. It is for you to decide whether it is good or bad. Should we, people who have suffered because of Armenian barbarians and murderers, seize the pathetic end of the ancestry’s morality as unwritten laws of the past going against the worldwide stream? 

Maybe there is a reason to join the general stream having slightly modified our high morality in order not to be lost in the general stream of the world vicious system of morality opponents?! This is a difficult question. Not every politician or moralist can be frank talking about this important element of the present. It is unfavorable to politicians and shameful to moralists. 

Morality, per se, is not as dynamic as politics and ideology, though it covers all aspects of human activities: from lie to information report, a scowling glance to raping and killing. Our life and activities are in one and the same space of morality and politics that have serious contradictions. This is not the “unity of opposites” by K. Marx. It does not provide development, but impedes the growth of general humanity, creates conditions for spread of amorality, transgressing existing contradictions, and fetters our deeds in particular. 

All these are in the general system of moral values – religious, secular or historical guidelines peculiar to different ethnical, tribal and national behaviors. 

In fact, the “sac of morality” is very big. Strong individuals with iron will and unlimited potential, too, have difficulty in carrying this load without stumbling. 

This is also truth. The voice of one or a group of moralists will not be heard in comparison with the sound of the world anti-moral chorus. Though the moral ascetic will die being satisfied with himself without doing harm or good to anyone. All ascetics’ end is the same. History proves that. But this will hardly help to change the doubtful moral state of some citizens, in most cases, young people. 

This state of things has become an unpleasant surprise for me in a way. I think moral values can be preserved in such situations without losing political face. Life without the former is at a deadlock, though they won’t solve all our problems. This is reality, too, and nobody will show us the golden section. We must define our place in the world ourselves proclaiming the law (pure politics) and keeping to main components of morality as the most important value of a nation, people or a group of people.
