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The World Economic Forum in Davos
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On the first day, Klaus Schwab, World Economic Forum founder, voiced the thesis that modern capitalism in Europe has two or three years to live at the maximum (?!).

Well, what is next? This sacramental problem has been the object of researches of PhD, professor Rafig Aliyev for over six years. He has written and published about 20 articles and 2 books, Poverty. Dictatorship. Injustice. (Baku, 2011, edition of 2000 copies, 252 p.) and New Europe Without Capitalism (Baku, 2011, edition of 2000 copies, 150 p. in Russian and English), about this pressing issue of global scale. 

Judging by the Azeri scholar’s above-said works, the western politicians’ endeavour to prolong the existence of modern capitalism in Europe is not fated to be successful. And this is for one simple reason: they want to preserve the present state and financial status quo and to solve all other disputable problems without changing the political system!

Rafig Aliyev’s books and articles were translated into English and sent to most European political structures.

Therefore, we decided to address the author of the publications to learn about the situation in Europe. 

Question: Is the situation in Europe really bad?

Answer: It is impossible to hide anything now. As a matter of fact, the collapse of European capitalism is, figuratively, knocking at the European politicians’ door with a concrete question requiring a concrete answer and decision: “If the end is terrible, why to delay the decision of mature problem for so long and confusedly?” 

However, we can see and state that the European politicians are unable to find the answer pleasing all “the passengers” of the disabled European train spinning on one place, though most people, even not Europeans , know the answer very well. But the latter is terrifying, for it is related with revolutionary changes in all the spheres of European society’s life. 

The main thing is that, irrespective of some politicians’ vain efforts, for example, N. Sarkozy’s, A. Merkel’s and partially M. Monti’s (Italy), the problem is solved, that is, to speak impartially, automatically. But this does not promise anything good to the population of Europe which will have to assume the reins of government of every EU member state separately and will destroy everything impeding peaceful and civilized settlement of the problem. The top of the political, economic and financial power and elite will be the first to get the first blow. Then, predatory state corrupt officials, millionaires will be called to account… 

The demolition of the outdate system will start in a rough revolutionary way as history proves. 

Question: How do you think, what is the main reason of the situation in Europe or, in other words, were there objective prerequisites for that?

Answer: For 20 years after the collapse of the USSR there have formed, quite objectively, new international interrelationships in the world. The present world order can be regarded as chaotic. This is convenient to great powers, and therefore they have not wished to change anything in the present chaos and still do not want. The present situation is quite satisfactory. Against the background of all this, and of course, as a result of detailed study of the world development, I came to the conclusion as far back as 2005 that the collapse of Socialism would follow a partial continental collapse of capitalism. It should have happened there where the development of science and technology reached the high level by which the capitalistic states different by their political and financial status will wish to profit. The progress was turned into a way of gaining and increasing capital having forgotten about ones who produce it. This will not happen in countries like Japan and South Korea which are politically and technologically developed. Eastern mentality there still impedes unrestrained yearning to luxury and excessive injustice. 

Unfortunately, Europe in this case is a classical opposite, the first candidate to leave the current system. Actually, it is a guinea pig used to carry out a natural experiment. 

I submitted these ideas for acquaintance in my numerous published works in mass media and summarized them first in my book Heart-to-Heart Talk (Baku, April, 2009, 284 p., edition of 2000 copies in Russian). By characterizing a rapid rate of scientific and technological progress and the absence of any obstacle for further development of world capitalism and not ignoring the real laws, including economic ones, I came to the conclusion, first of all, that the leading capitalist power “USA has turned into a great community of less controlled structures and people…” 

As a result of financial impacts in 2007, the virus (all the viruses are said to be produced there) has spread rapidly to Europe the immunity system of which is very weak and where no preventive control was observed. The USA kept its balance by means of the printing machine, while Europe has not found the way out of the crisis and been chronically ill for several years. “As a result, all states turned out to be in a financial and economic abyss. As it is said in the higher echelons of power in developed western states, to go out from there is very difficult, and if anybody falls through following the USA, he will appear in the dustbin of history”. 

Question: When did you decide exactly on the analysis of the situation and voice it with appropriate terms? 

Answer: At the dawn of the war in Libya the situation was other than it is now. Europe and the USA wished to improve it by seizing new colonies. However, it is impossible in the reality of modern world order. I thought it necessary to note then that “the phantom of the collapsing capitalism is now wandering in the West, and the financial and economic abyss is expanding and deepening, for it should take in new victims… By virtue of a wrong unjust distribution the western capital, as the foundation development and prosperity, is preventing from progress causing big obstacles on the world community’s development as a whole. 

Regress is coming. The wheel of history is spinning much. Nobody can explain what is going on. All the European states have happened to be on a slippery road leading straight to the financial and economic slough which formed in 2007. At the first stage of the financial crisis and for four years it has turned into an abode of a greedy and hungry dragon. 

This is approximately how I described the start of the collapse of capitalism in Europe in my first book. 

Later, in my other books, Poverty. Dictatorship. Injustice. (Baku, June, 2011, 252 p., edition of 2000 copies) and New Europe Without Capitalism (Baku, October, 2011, 150 p., edition of 2000 copies – both are translated into English and published), I studied in details the reasons and consequences of the present situation and gave, as much as possible in present conditions, some specific pieces of advice how to escape the world catastrophe. 

Question: What pieces of advice are these? Are they useful for finding solutions of global problems Europe has? 

Answer: I should remind you that the solution of difficult problems is often very simple. Therefore, most people do not notice it. The wrong search for solutions brings to the point when easy problems turn into the rank of insoluble ones. 

Today Europe is under time pressure. Probably, for this reason the politicians make, I would say, poorly thought-out decisions, establish different stabilizing funds, agencies for budgetary funds expenditure control in EU member states. 

However, none of these decisions has been accomplished yet. First, because they are intended for a long period of time. Second, in my view, because the European politicians cannot get rid of capital bondage. This is the problem of problems, because, third, the aspiration to preserve the capital and political regime they have is incompatible with real solutions of contradictions between the reality of the situation and its interpretation by the politicians. 

Therefore, fourth, first of all, it is important to get rid of capital bondage.  Actually, it is the fundamental reason of all financial complications. Capital the political and financial elite of Europe cares for so much will stick in their craw at the end, and then people’s masses will deprive capital of its value and the people of their wealth and, maybe, life. 

In my last book, New Europe Without Capitalism, I offered a bloodless variant of the way out of the difficult financial crisis: “It would be reasonable that all billionaires of Europe should unite and pull out the sinking European ship to the surface. Only after that they together with the population should think about how to live in future preserving dignity. Deliverance from excessive capital as fundamentals of capitalism would relieve much the process of parting with capital and starting a new life without a cruel struggle for it. To miss such a historical chance and to bring masses to the decision to destroy everything will be an unforgivable mistake and have a ruinous impact on the destiny of all Europeans without exception. 

Europe may enter the area of local wars and not only disintegration of the European Union, but also establishment of small states”. 

I am optimistic and, therefore, still hope that Europe and its politicians show courage to select a righteous way. This may require serious system changes without sure and there may appear new Europe without capitalism, a Europe which will be very useful for the world community and its further positive progress. Like before, this kind of Europe will change the image of the world as a whole. 

Then we will be able to ask new Europe for advice, because we will have confidence in it again!
