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POWER FROM WEAKNESS


One who cannot negotiate another way raises his fists. As expected from logic of the events of recent 5-6 years, European states have started imitating their politicians showing anger, committing pogroms, arsons and outrage upon human dignity.

The world witnesses that the solution of problems by means of force has become popular and cool according to people preferring to reach their ends by all means. What is more, it has repercussions, effect and draws attention of press, local and foreign parliamentarians, active international organizations, known for endless preoccupation, etc. 

Unfortunately, an overwhelming majority of participants of such ‘activities’ suffer as a result of methods accompanied with the use of force, police truncheons, tear-gas, rubber bullets, in some cases – guns. 

Only some people achieve fame, which is sad in itself and vulgar by form. 

Nevertheless, there are followers of the fame of the kind, though this kind of scandalous fame should be categorized as ‘a bad name’. In other words, this fame is due to the loss of dignity or innocent people’s life, the fame that will not bring true joy. 

The historical principle is one and the same; it has not changed for centuries: “you want to be famous, say goodbye to honesty, or more specifically, to honor and conscience”. 

This is so in most cases, though there are exceptions – history and nations never forget true heroes. 

You know that people are very different and their perception of the surroundings, events assessment and conclusions are different, too. 

It should be observed that ‘creation of a problem and its solution by means of force’ has been turning into a norm of everyday life in most developed countries as if there is no alternative, or problems cannot be solved peacefully, even the simplest problems like a legal approach to all citizens, i.e. in accordance with legislation. 

I realize that we all were created with potential good and evil, love and hatred, compassion and indifference, and therefore, each of them can only become apparent under favorable conditions. The article is about Europe, where, in my view, the destiny of the whole world is at stake figuratively.  

The 10-year history of the political and economic development of the world, especially, Europe, indicates that some representatives of the European establishment aspire to achieve visible, but doubtful and vicious fame. The process occurs together with a rapid growth of science, technology, telecommunications; this commands true respect, since all this becomes a desired pastime in some states of Europe. For example, in France, Germany, Spain, Italy, England, etc… The aspiration to the vicious fame is the result of excessive use of force instead of the mind, what is inherent in classic Europe. This is sometimes at the cost of deprivation of liberty or even life, sometimes dignity and human honor, or killing many people. The negative happens, mainly, to unemployed people, deprived of successful future… The representatives of the category of ‘unhappy’ people are the youth of the state and the emigrants from underdeveloped states of Africa, South-East Asia and India. 

According to some European analysts, this may happen as a result of understanding the absence of any prospect of keeping stable social, economic, political and cultural development of great states which have a dozen of social problems pending solution. It becomes obvious that most developed states do not have finances and other ‘peaceful’ means. In addition, according to western mass media and decisions of the supreme power, there is no political will of the leaders who were nearly always farmed out to ambitions and corruption of transnational and global scale.

Therefore, both powerful state and weak, unemployed groups of people play the same bloody game in accordance with their abilities and with the tools they have. 

The scenario of these ‘games’ is unchangeable; for example, pogroms, arsons as a trenchant argument of implementation of spontaneous or intended aims and giving vent to accumulated negative emotions, hatred, spite and open injustice, corruption in the higher power echelons. 

Pogroms and arsons in France, England, Germany, Spain and Greece differ little from each other. At times, the executors define their motives of bellicose behavior differently, each in their own way. 

For example, these illegal, criminal in itself, actions in Germany are carried out by Neo Nazis, in France and Great Britain – by emigrants, in Greece – by ordinary people, whose money is taken by united EU financial structures and the International Monetary Fund in the direct meaning of the word, turning their purses and pockets inside out. 

Naturally, pogrom-makers in the number of  cities of Europe are no match for their skilful politicians who, besides other wealth and resources, have powerful military force they use against people in their country and abroad. 

The rules of fire and death game are different. Say, everybody ought to do his own thing. Everybody has what he/she can do at the moment and uses it in full… Actually, there are no serious restrictions and obstacles on part of the UNO Security Council and other powerful international organizations.        

This is felt both in the selection of the means and the process and results. A complicated but possible partial combination of motives of those who make pogroms and plunder gives politicians a chance to think, to make conclusions that the population in their cities do not follow their democratic way not because of good life. 

On the contrary, people started imitating their authorities in everything related to the use of force, as if compensating the lack of finances to improve living standards of the population, which has to pay for politicians’ mistakes. Apparently, they do not know what to do in difficult circumstances. The powers that be cannot separate good and evil in this complicated problem and choose between antagonistic qualities yet. They have not found an acceptable way out yet. 

Meanwhile, we ask questions about what, principally, the events happening in European cities differ in from NATO’s actions in Africa, Iraq, Libya, and Afghanistan, where the use of force became the only argumentation in negotiations. They, too, destroy, burn, kill, and plunder the peoples of the countries for no reason, without explaining anything to their people, the world community, which has unnoticeably cultivated a complete indifference to the world events.

Apparently, everybody is busy with his own problems and do not take care of other people’s misfortunes as it used to be 20-30 years ago.  

I am sure that the world is expecting the realization of the foresight of the classics of the late XIX-early XX centuries about the development of capitalism and coming of a new era – the era of magnificent funeral, and the beginning of a fairer, more humane life, new human and just rules of co-habitation in the post-capitalistic system of political values, including moral, social, political and economic ones.

However, I would not like the funeral to be organized by the same pogrom-makers, pillagers and gangsters. In capitalistic states there are well-organized trade unions which will probably shoulder the responsibility of historical mission to govern the transition period from decaying capitalism to socially just society, moving away all political parties and armed bands. 

I am the first to accept this ‘transition council’ as the only legitimate body representing the population of these states. This is not a trick on the extraordinary French President Nicolas Sarkozy who, despite all principles of law, was the first to accept the so-called Libyan rebels’ ‘transition council’ that had not been established yet. We are not alike; I take everything more seriously. 

Indeed, I am sure that this kind of scenario of the end of capitalism and the beginning of the new era of the world development would be convenient to the absolute majority of mankind. The capitalism has done its historical mission. Nobody should doubt this.

Analyzing the events of the recent 2-3 years, it should be concluded that the tragedy of big and developed capitalistic states of the present time is not in their deviation from the Western democracy they have announced, from the system of social justice, but, in my view, in the fact that they forgot to define the limits of their ‘greatness’, their abilities and stopped seeing, feeling and taking into consideration the vital interests of other states and nations. This leads or has led to a gradual decrease of these states’ prestige, to financial, economic, military and cultural degradation. Europe has reached a blind alley. This will rather result in the collapse of the ugly system of capitalism in the states of the Old World. 

I have no doubt that everything comes to that. Capitalism, like any other social and political system of state government, requires, besides other things, definite clear-cut guidelines of, personal space to leave the limits of which is dangerous. However, the modern European capitalism and its apologists neglected the rules, carrying out invasions to other states and nations, having decided who and how should govern one or another state, how to live and work, which God to believe and worship. 

Unfortunately, they have taken the path of serious bad luck, large misfortunes; in a simple word, they have reached the terminus, without leaving an alternate route. Mass losses in wars had a ruinous influence on the inside situation in these states, the living standards of which are going down; there have been revealed obvious facts concealed from the population and world community for years, according to which the very ‘great’ powers turned out to be not so great but simple states living at the expenses of debts and credits, and the leaderships of the states cannot pay their people due salaries, pensions, and to settle accounts with foreign creditors. The pride and greatness are gradually turning into shameful deeds requiring repentance before the people of their states. 

This, too, requires a great strength of will: not every person can confess his failure. Judging by the reaction of many high-ranking officials of European states, at the moment they are practically unable to tell their people the truth that they have not been able to restrict themselves to what they had for many years. They wished to do their best, but it turned out to be deplorable as usual. If we add that they may take responsibility for the present problems up on themselves, I cannot prognosticate the Europeans’ behavior, though they are ready to let people try their leaders for hardship and suffering.

The events of recent 7 months indicate that European nations have lost optimism about self-sufficiency of liberal values for further successful development. Unfortunately, the European nations do not have a real alternative to rotten capitalism. They have not thought about the alternative up today. The course of events has taken them by surprise. 

Back to the main point about the destiny of capitalism in Europe, I would like to notice that if the idea of necessity of government change in the states of the world capitalism is obtained and used by semi-literate, unbridled and unorganized youth in England, France, Germany, the global tragedy will be inevitable. Personally, ‘the Spain’s Indignant movement’, trade union movements in Greece and other EU states impress me. 

They could lead the transition stage from outdated capitalism to community of social justice and people’s equality, could give the population of these states a chance to feel dignity, pride and joy of living in these really great states, to give them a hope for future, which is covered with a thick dark fog so far. 

The aggressive behavior of the English youth suggests that in the country like England there are many destitute people without amenities, young people deprived of future; this is, in fact, the indication of ugly form of social and economic development in recent 10-15 years; the absence of widely-advertized democratic and liberal values and freedoms that have been destroyed; more or less valuable fragments have been passed to rich members of society who still believe that most politicians defend their interests. 

“Everything is done for the sake of money, to live somehow, not to die of hunger…”. The words of one of the pogrom-makers in London mean much, and do not require mass arrests - over 1,300 men for three days (even B. Assad’s army in Syria the West hates cannot put so many people under arrest). Prime Minister David Cameron stated with inadequate aggression inherent in him about severe punishment of juvenile ‘pogrom-makers’ not specifying the fact that it would be useful to eradicate the reasons and motives of citizens’ such extreme actions. 

The use of force is the last argument of the power and it may only aggravate the situation and will cause new tides of unrest and aggressiveness on part of the youth who has nothing to lose. Despite the young Englishmen’s attempts to resemble their politicians, there are too many differences between leading politicians and unemployed youth, making pogroms and committing arsons. 

There is only one way out: the system has become obsolete and led European and western population to the desired, historically foreseen boundary at which, apparently, the power should be peacefully passed to ones who are worthy of leading Europe along the new path – the path of establishment of community of social justice. We would not like the process to be bloody. 
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
