MIXTURE OF REVOLUTION AND RIOTS

(Dangerous consequences of protests in Europe)

Several days ago, E. Macron, President of France, stated at the meeting with French militants in Mali that “the participants of the Yellow Vests movement will be punished for their pogroms, disobedience and arson, etc. in a proper way”, but he did not say any word about the true reasons of some participants’ such inadequate behavior. He did not suggest rich Frenchmen, bankers, stockbrokers, and leaders of big companies giving a real estimation to workers’ grievous state and finding a chance to raise their salaries and reducing working hours a bit, and did not even say jokingly, “Guys, let’s club together to share our riches with those who we are really obliged to! They, the Yellow Vests, create all welfare for our society, state, and every single businessman. It is thanks to them that we are rich and live in clover. So, let’s tackle the problems together!” That would be great and smooth over the contradictions between power and the mass of the population…

That’s, without saying all that, E. Macron made responsible for the developments in the country those who are, indeed, the victim of what is going on, not possibly the reason of a sad state, poverty, outrage and excessively heavy tax burden. 

Indeed, the Yellow Vests could live peacefully, rest like other representatives of the middle class, and not to roam the streets in cold without food, water and toilets, after all. 

To ignore all this is not good, at the minimum, for a politician like President, who is more responsible than the others, as he has supreme power, the main tool of governance. 

A certain ridiculous, not completely clear vicious circle comes about, and it is high time, historical time, it were broken. 

Unlike India, for example, and Muslim countries (where there are religious figures who have spiritual power without enough material security), in a secular country like France, there are two basic castes: the first is the powers that be, and the second is the rich (businessmen, bankers and so on). 

A third caste is those who, actually, work for the above said two castes and get all the riches, applying efforts, and enjoying a scanty part of them, try to keep their strength, the strength to go for work again, day after day to work hard for a businessman, a banker and those of their ilk…

When the matter is a worker’s salary, 90% of it goes to the employer. In addition, the worker must say “Thank you”, bow down or prostrate before the employer if he demands…  

As a matter of fact, the powers that be, a president or a head of the state, do not protect all the population that voted for them, but just businessmen, bankers and the rich. Frankly speaking, power does not have other variants, as they, themselves, depend on rich capitalists. It is them who led the president and those of his ilk to power to give people a hope for the better “future”, at least for four years in advance. That is quite enough. After that, the president and his government will be replaced with others, who speak more eloquently, who promise much more beautiful things, who are more complaisant and whom they have to believe at first.

In other words, when the elected President’s work is bad, the people, voters, try to obtain his resignation, without giving him a chance of the second term, hoping that a new candidate will make the voters’ dreams come true and meet their expectations. The situation will last until somebody from outside prompts the population the possible ways out of it. At that, he will finance those who were turned into the enemy of the existing power (like in Hungary, for example). 

Is it good or bad? The question is not simple, and is out of Aristotle’s logic of black and white… The “golden mean”, the so-called standard logic, must be found, which would show the ways to solve the problems of the poor, not-protected strata of society without destroying what has been constructed and not pressing capitalists too much, since it is them who have money. There is either too much or quite enough money to live well… One thing is left: to get the answer to the sacramental question “Who lives well?” 

Even if somebody, especially of officials, can answer the question, he/she will not wish to do that. For, those who have swallowed the bait consciously or not and participated in devastating actions will not suggest real variants to avoid bloody confrontation with authorities which are, in principle, called to protect not the whole society, but the ones with more wealth and who the welfare of the powers that be depends on. 

The drama of the present situation in European states, in France particularly, is in a sensitive moment of history of mutual relations between the capital and those who get it with their labour, though they are not the full owner of it in order to live, work, create, support their families and bring up their children properly. As to France, the situation there is worse, as there is a mixture of revolution and riots of the destitute, which are deprived of both jobs and livelihood… It is them who commit pogroms, arson, and start confrontation with the police… They have nothing to lose. People in detention there feel more peaceful than at large, but without a roof over the head…

In early days, this delicate problem was solved by priests, or mediators, politicians, who could impact both businessmen and 75% of the population. They used to keep the balance of society. Everybody would gain from that today, but the government actually brought to naught the authority of the Catholic Church through desires like same-sex marriage, freedom of moral principles, etc. Like in the West, there is lack of politicians, public figures of high authority here, too. Moreover, there are also trade unions. In EU states, trade unions are a serious force, which power and business have to take into consideration. In any case, recent events have proved that. However, trade unions support protestors in most cases.

When the power and business have no chances (there are few funds, no external financial aid from colonies, no credits, no lends, but many retirees and those receiving free money – refugees from other conflicting countries), then the solution of the problem becomes difficult…

Here starts the conscious breakdown of the whole system, which failed to provide the balance in society in which every individual would know his/her place and opportunities and would be pleased with social status…

Today the politicians and businessmen in Europe are very vulnerable. Neither people nor neighbors, nor partners – EU members - support them. The EU is embarrassed. This supreme organization of Europe is not able to take anybody’s part. The EU was not designed to oppose disintegration, to solve serious social and political problems. The example of that is Greece, Portugal three years ago. Two years ago Brexit sprang up before it as well. Besides, there are budget problems in Italy, territorial controversies in Spain (Catalonia’s independence), Kosovo, the Upper Garabagh, in the Ukraine, and, of course, Greater Middle East and a lot of other serious problems they have created themselves and pending solutions. The European Union is a union of 27 states, so it means 27 positions, views, and interests, and not all of them can decide for themselves therewith, without agreement with transoceanic “friends”…  

Therefore, E. Macron cannot get constructive advices from the EU. He has to solve the problems of the country on his own. There is nobody to ask for a piece of advice, in principle. From A. Merkel or T. May? They need advice themselves!

Today advice is a thing which is scarce not only in Europe, but also in the whole West. It is a deadlock. 

We all know that a way out must be necessarily found. As the saying goes, “If there is no way out, another way out must be found!”

Therefore, France must find a universal principle of solving conflicts between the power and the people so that other EU states could use it in their own interests… Sooner or later, the similar situation, even its worse scenario, can happen in other European states. 

The way the Élysée Palace manages to smooth over the contradictions between the power and the Yellow Vest protesters will have an impact on the destiny of the European Union!  
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
