AMERICA HAS STRANGELY BIFURCATED?!

The collapse of the States will inevitably follow this  

The Democratic and Republican Parties have divided the US population into two camps: the one is “pro”, the other is “contra”. The absence of one single ideology has brought the most powerful state of the world to a peculiar political, ideological, financial and economic deadlock. Society without ideology has also become economically and financially sick. 

There is not a factor uniting the population. The Mormonization shed has broken, having covered just a half of Americans. Catastrophic cadre poverty has almost deprived the majority of Americans of their religion – Christianity in its all demonstrations. One could judge the level to which the US population was led by the fact that Protestant Americans voted for a person, whose religion was announced heretic by Christian leaders 2000 years ago. 

This has happened for the first time in the US 200-year-old history! The positions of the two parties – Democratic and Republican – have differed little in the last ten years. The difference is the mechanisms of reaching one common political goal: the intensification of the US role in the world’s affairs: increase of the influence of the superpower which strives to control the whole world.

True, it is wrong to take the two opposing parties in our common understanding. They have no party hierarchy, membership card and other standard party attributes. The supporters of the US Congress candidates only “wake up” during the elections to the House of Representatives or the Senate. The complete awakening up of the so-called “voters” takes place during presidential elections when a high burst of adrenaline due to energy accumulated for 4 years is observed.

Strange as it may seem, before the election of George Bush Jr. a President, problems like external debts, unemployment, social tension had not been at the agenda, though the first stage of the devastating crisis caught him, too. 

As a rule, economic problems were not defining moments in US Presidential candidates’ debates. The country was progressing with confidence, dollars were printed, wars were waged in Yugoslavia, Iraq, Afghanistan, and secret prisons in Europe were kept, NATO’s membership and borders were expanded. Despite the fact that the NATO’s main rival – the Warsaw Pact, according to which the USSR and East European Socialistic states united, was no longer existent. 

However, the USA did not follow the way ordinary logic prompts: if there is not the main parity worthy enemy, so it does not worst maintaining a huge military system, financing armies, spending milliards or even trillions of dollars on them. 

Simultaneously, the US population was partially busy with a difficult process of understanding unordinary actions of a strange cowboy acting as President, and was waiting with noticeable impatience the end of his term in the White House. Everybody knows that George Bush Jr. was elected President for the second term in the issue of falsification of election results. 

One can envy the Americans’ patience: the obvious fact did not embarrass them. The absence of a Party of a traditional format told on that, too. Therefore, politicians’ and US congressmen’s anxiety and dissatisfaction about some violations in our countries do not have persuasive explanation. They spend their share of preoccupation on other countries. In addition, then significant problems like stagnation, recession, budget deficit, tax increase, pension decrease were just becoming current for the world community, and most people did not understand their meaning and ruinous consequences. 

In the USA, some of the above listed problems were solved together with the growth of the superpower’s authority in the world, and, of course, at the expense of the printing machine of the Federal Reserve System, the Rockefellers’ private enterprise (since 1913), who strewed the whole world with green notes instead of the real gold standard. The USA and the rest of the world held out on the conscience of one family’s one private structure. It is like in a fairy tale: the Earth is based on the back of a big bull.

Everybody agrees that the superpower has been the strongest one unless it waged wars in Afghanistan, Yugoslavia, and Iraq and participated in the overthrow of the legal power in the countries of the third world, i.e. unless it started to demonstrate its decisive role of a world policeman… These vices of a weak leader of the superpower brought the country to the edge of the “uprising” of the whole world against US ambitions to personal leadership in the world, neglecting other countries’ and nations’ interests. 

However, in the last 10 to 15 years the world has changed much. The incredible relish of one state, even a strong one, made many countries and nations rise against the US dictatorship in everything, what had a negative effect on the internal policy of the US “friends” in America and Europe. 

Washington’s misunderstanding of the essence of the changes in the world played a negative role in the USA and abroad. Actually, the USA has lost some important leverage of pressure on others – small and great countries. They say that traditional respect towards their elders has been “lost”, both the countries’ and nations’ “upbringing” has suffered. The reinforcement of the positions of serious actors like China, Russia, India, Brazil, and South Africa, i.e. BRICS union, on the world arena played an important role in a slump in the US international image and authority.

Returning to the US November Presidential elections, it should be noted that the peculiarity of the process led to the appearance of two camps in the country. There is no direct Presidential election in the USA and for 200 years the President has been elected according to the elector from each State.

A scanty number of Presidential candidates in the USA from two political powers, made the Republicans choose Mitt Romney, a Mormon, i.e. a representative of the most totalitarian sect, the members of which christen the dead, have several wives, and that is contradictory to the US legislation. 

Last time he withdrew from the race for that reason namely. This time, however, his “financial resources” have shielded all his shortcomings and he became the only Republican Presidential candidate, but lost again.

As a result of election peripeteia, the US population, actually, divided into two equal camps, by that surprising the friends and enemies of the country. In addition, not less important economic and financial crisis increased the gap between the rich and the poor in the USA. 

Now successively, without radical measures and system reforms in the USA, it would be very difficult to solve political, ideal, financial and economic problems. Personal interests of Republicans and Democrats in the US House of Representatives and Senate, not perception of each other and now division of society may increase the gap between the rich and the poor, different strata of society torn by common problems. 

The cost of this division is very high: the growth of separatism, and so far peaceful confrontation between “white” and “not very white” States can bring to the collapse of the Empire called the USA by the end of 2013.
