The afterword to the European summit 
held on December, 8-9, 2011 in Brussels

What expects rich Europeans?!

The result of 2-day-long session of EU member states proved that there are no easy and speedy solutions of the European financial crisis. Time is almost over as well as there is no common idea about how to fight with the virus of crisis which has already affected all the organs of the European organism the immunity of which is weak. 
To all appearances, proceeding from the EU member states’ citizens’ mood, today, the Europeans have to collect all the remains of the former luxury and to deprive it of showing emotion of joy for a long time. From now on, it is changing its status. The angel is turning into the devil, an evil, revengeful continental devil of Europe. I think that an attempt to bring the virus to Russia will not have a positive effect like it was in Arab states; it will be impossible to delay the day of reckoning. Russia is a part of Europe and too large to be shaken. At that it will be impossible to avoid dashes like those of tsunami in Europe. 

As to the joy of luxury, lasted for more than 15 years in Europe at the zero level, its chances to be revived or reanimated are doubtful. There have not been invented devices for that yet. 

Recently, luxury has been profitable, caused interest in life, favoured the continuation of previous generations’ businesses, and has been an example for other states and nations of the world.  It was the source of superiority, pride. Today, luxury has shrunk into a corner, spread to houses and hidden from everybody. It is ashamed! It has lost the protecting coat or, more specifically, the welfare mask and become a negative object. 
The remains of the dying “bird of fortune” are not sufficient for everybody. This is the main headache for European politicians, economists, financiers, in general, European squanderers and destroyers of people’s luxury. It is them who have changed the nature of wealth having made it few people’s property. The latter, in their turn, have lost the guideline and got used to their millions so that are ready to die for them. Thinking logically, they would be able to save Europe if they put their wealth gained in different ways, including doubtful ones, into one common treasury so that the European nations and states would be able to live in habitual luxury but with other rules of distribution of wealth. 10 per cent of wealth that millionaires have will be sufficient for each of them.

The rich Europeans, present EU politicians should think over such a perspective and not make unreal long-term plans of EU member states’ budget policy reforming.
