Sanctity of “distrust”

Catholicism great heritage
The Church is paling, rather, blushing with shame, concealed under the wonderful mantle, because of the absence of mutuality with society which has been actually living on their own for recent decades without the help of votaries. 
The recent resignation of Benedict  XVI from the post of the pontiff and election of the new Pope, the head of all Catholics of the world and unprecedented stir in Vatican, the strongest Pope’s secrecy, I would say, a tragicomedy of profound distrust, existing among the highest Catholic hierarchs, cause, at least, an ironic smile and quite understandable and explainable misunderstanding, and even known compassion but not understanding and justification of everything, shaking the Catholic Church and the Holy See in Rome – in Vatican. 
Naïve “innocent” rhetoric questions arise: “If cardinals are subject to such shameful total distrust and control on part of their own fellow cardinals, i.e. the highest catholic order, then how can ordinary Catholics trust each other, cordially and those who hang in the name of heavenly powers, guiding hundreds of thousands of ordinary Catholics of the world?”, “Does this mean that cardinals’ status is high enough and that they should be treated with distrust and suspicion to their inter-conclave intrigues and conspiracy?” 
The events are happening before the whole world’s eyes; mass media are broadcasting the seemingly great secrecy of the Pope’s election, every day keeping watch over the “horn” authorized a divine “mission” to herald the birth of an overgrown baby – new Pope who turns, in the twinkling of an eye, from a suspicious cardinal to an innocent Catholic - His Holiness, who does not have anybody resembling of him and having a permit to enter God’s kingdom! Is that so indeed?

What do the conclave and numerous Pope’s structures of the religious power line, wishing just to mock at believers, pilgrims, praying all nights through and asking for God’s mercy and right choice of a new earthly catholic master of human souls, conceal? 

In earlier times, celestial bodies like the Sun, Moon, Jupiter or any sacral earthly creature or object used to play that role.

I do not see a great difference between them as a matter of fact. But the most complicated, tangle procedures of the career hierarchy of power line in Catholicism make no doubt that the cardinals’ masquerade with magnificent ceremonies, shining garments, and “scanty” meal of macaroni are meant to convince ordinary Catholics once again that their hierarchs are allowed to mock at their flock openly, in public, though in the past some of the congregation representatives used to be both pedophiles and Church priests simultaneously. They fostered a whole generation of vicious priests like them, and regard themselves outside the jurisdiction of secular laws at that. 

If such ministers of religion believed in inevitability of God’s punishment, hardly would they do criminal deeds like raping young Catholics, and preach religiosity without being ashamed. O God, what hypocrisy, lie and awful deed!  

In order to become a cardinal, every Catholic priest passes the way from a Catholic education institution, where senior Catholic doctors (fathers) “fool about” with junior Catholics (children). And now European Catholics are sad and do not hide their perplexity, while Latin Americans are rejoicing that at last their representative has been elected a Pope.   

Another important factor is that if the Church goes on weakening and loses the remainder of its influence and authority, the Europeans will have a chance to accuse the Pope who is not European. Anyway the wind of change is blowing… Let’s wait a little, at least 100 days of papacy of Francis I, and then we can make conclusions… Amen!
