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The sculpture
“"The spirit vs the matter”
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The sculpture belongs to D. Bozor,
the Turkish master in carving from the
Southern part of present Iran, well-
known in the East, whose roots,
according to legends that have
reached us, go to people who hap-
pened to fast at the foot of the moun-
tain on the peak of which was
Zarathustra, the founder of fire wor-
shipping. From there, he dictated his
divine sayings, later collected in the
"Avesta", the first religious book of
mankind. The legend says that "the
prophets followers fasting below
would repeat his words all together,
and they would reach all the parts
of the world like an echo; such
would they consider the valleys of
the mountain known in modern
India"..

Another legend that reached our
days says that "residents of Gabala
city, the capital of ancient Albanian
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state (present Azerbaijan), presented
master D. Bozor a big beam of
1255-year-old chestnut tree as a
sign of respect of his spirituality” As
it has become clear recently, the dust
collected during the work over the
sculpture was taken by pilgrims from
India to the temple of fire worshippers
"Ateshgah", remained in Surakhani
district of Baku city as the object of
pilgrimage and immaterial cultural
wealth, and it is kept in a special trans-
parent vessel in one of the cells of the
temple as something sacred and
belonging to the first prophet of all
nations, to great Zarathustra. The
remained few followers of the great
master still believe that ‘man can last
without food, but not without spirit”.
The original form of the sculpture,
calling to take the world philosophi-
cally, too, is evident of this.
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P.S. This is how the well-known
researcher of history of ancient
religions, historian, whose name we
do not disclose for reason of possi-
ble unauthenticity, describes the
story of the sculpture in short.

P.P.S. The candlestick of two colors
- white and black - embodies good
and evil - day and night. The fire
between them, we suppose, is called
to divide two opposing principles
and to warm the spirit and bodies
of the both sculptures, creating the
whole picture of the world.

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The sculptural composition
“The girl on the beam”
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The sculpture represents the
beloved of a little known prince of
England, who was born in the North
of the United Kingdom. When riding
on the horse, the prince met a young
beautiful lady, watching squirrels
jumping on a tree.

Having fallen in love with the
beauty at first sight, the prince decid-
ed to marry her. For such an unordi-
nary step for a royal family member,
he even had to abdicate the crown.
Archeological reports of American
Indians, deciphered on the basis of the
hypothesis by the well-known Turkish
historian, archaeologist Polat Kai,
who found many coincidences in the
languages of the Turks and Indians,
run that the spirit of this buoyant girl,
who seized the prince's heart, has
been dwelling near the American ex-
president's ranch till now. The wood
to prepare a special horse-like seat, a
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sort of old British saddle, was present-
ed to the sculptor by a resident of
Gabala city (the capital of ancient
Albania, present Azerbaijan) to
demonstrate an easterner's sympathy
to the prince's high feelings towards a
girl of non-royal origin...

The folk tale says that every small
wooden bar of the sculpture was taken
from separate parts of the huge Gabala
chestnut forest to let the master con-
struct this original figure for the sad-
dle of the girl - the symbol of life,
never-ceasing divine joy and a virtual
source of quenching thirst for contact
with those who were once and some-
how related to royal families, which
became a kind of historical monu-
ments of the modern world.

P.S. The work of the unknown
author from Gabala was found at
the end of the last century during
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archeological excavations in the
capital of ancient Albania - Gabala
city.
