HATRED SELF-OSCILLATION

It is a pathology directed at destruction, killing, liquidation by means of which sick people satisfy their need of discharging constantly increasing hatred outside. Sick people of the kind are dangerous for mankind. Extreme poverty, more specifically, destitution of morals, has taken root in them. 
On the day of canonization of Pope John Paul II, I tried to convince myself of the fact that, indeed, a French nun had recovered from Parkinson’s disease by praying to that worthy man the conclave elected for the highest post of Catholic Church. I had two reasons for that: 

a) Respect to John Paul II who did not need the nun’s evidence. If there is the house of saints there, in heavens, then John Paul II is among other saints long ago. An appropriate protocol registration has simply been delayed on the Earth;

b) The support of Catholics of the world on the day of their excessive joy;
The good knowledge of history and religions and the influence of faith on a person’s conduct set specific unpleasant questions. The answer should be short: yes or not. In this case, my respect to him prevailed over the rest of the senses. According to Church traditions, John Paul II needs to overcome one more “step” to be “a full-fledged” saint. I have no doubt that, as a magnanimous person, he will not keep the Catholics waiting long: he will work one more miracle, and that will be a reason to canonize him. May God help them in this cause of good…

On the same day another “miracle” happened. It was worked by NATO generals, who pose true believers, and who were carrying out the command of their political leadership: “To murder M. Qaddafi”, leader of the Libyan revolution and a sovereign state, and his family – women, children and grandchildren at any cost and according to the known principle: “no man – no problem”.

It was amazing coincidence that the “miracle” happened on the day of British Queen Elizabeth’s II grandson Prince William’s and Kate Middleton’s marriage, during which English Prime Minister David Cameron was praying diligently but nervously and singing hymns. The canonization of Pope John Paul II became a sort of continuation of the joyful and saving event in the royal family of Great Britain…

On that really joyful holiday, as a result of M. Qaddafi’s house bombardment by NATO militants, his youngest son and three grandchildren died tragically. European mass media, including Euronews always going ahead of events in Libya did not spoil their feast with someone’s tragedy. Not a high-ranking official of compassionating and sensitive Europe commented upon this monstrous act and expressed a bit of regret. Here my mind denies to my feelings in a bellicose manner accusing them of injustice. It dictates that hypocrisy, confidence and faith come from one source – a person’s consciousness, psychological state and understanding of religious and other values, and you (I mean me) cannot make a choice. On May 1, 2011 the dead bodies of the killed were shown to a Catholic priest from Libya to identify Qaddafi’s son and grandchildren. The priest confirmed and said crossing himself that “the killed are Qaddafi’s youngest son and grandchildren”. It is not difficult to understand the state of Qaddafi’s family who had to call a priest to identify their relatives’ bodies contrary to Islamic principles. People in Europe did not believe the priest’s words. Euronews stated even that the priest’s words were the only evidence that the killed people belong to Qaddafi’s family. The Catholic priest’s testimony was called in question for the sake of rehabilitation of “dirty business”. 
Meanwhile, on the same day the whole world believed or pretended to believe in an unknown French nun’s words about mysterious healing, having entered one more page into the history of Catholicism rich in different kinds of events as it is. To all appearances, people all over the world wished to have something good, common and joyful. There is certainly too much cruelty and blood everywhere. 

However, we witnessed involuntarily two mutually exclusive “phenomena”:

a) the French nun’s and other Catholics’ deep faith, based on love and respect:

b) abusive distrust to the Catholic priest’s words, based on hatred to another person – M. Qaddafi.

Both faith and hatred are able to self-oscillation. These are separate processes, and they cannot be in one person’s body simultaneously. It means that the hatred level of those who did not believe the Catholic priest from Libya exceeds the limit. All this makes think that our world is not so vicious and that a great number of people enjoy generation of hatred towards others. In this case, do we have a right to be surprised at suicide bombers’ actions? 
The official state terrorism which became the policy of many states of the world is definitely worse than a suicide bomber’s deeds. The apologists of state terrorism enjoy killing, while suicide bombers die suffering. I will not be surprised if somebody says that the apologists, having been convinced of the committed crime, drink natural human blood on that day to nourish the process of hatred self-oscillation. 

Epilogue
Can we consider the inhuman act of NATO soldiers in Libya amoral, criminal? Nearly all people believe that no, we cannot. A soldier is usually rewarded, praised, made an example for that for other soldiers demanding concentration on hatred to the enemy, to soldiers of the opposite camp. Despite the fact that soldiers do not know each other, they are ready to be the first to put a bullet through the enemy’s head or heart. 
History provides a lot of facts that the more people the soldier kills, the more he wants to kill, as his imagination to diversify the “process” breaks loose. Snipers even choose the most painful spots on the enemy’s body and enjoy very much the performance – the shot soldier’s gradual or instant dying away. The brutal, wild instinct of destruction fills the whole essence of such a sniper. 
To learn to fight means to learn to destroy enemies, i.e. to kill similar soldiers simply in the opposite side, who are commanded by a different officer, executing the will of the higher commander, etc. following the hierarchy. 
So, the essence of amorality runs through all the participants of evil deeds of the kind – from soldier to general, unlike the general who is considered to be responsible for a part of fault, for he “just” commands “to kill”. A soldier, as the executor of his will, is supposedly not responsible for killings. He just does his work as well as an executioner does. Nobody will accuse him of cutting the head of a king or an ordinary theft or rapist. He may be only scolded for a badly performed job. So it comes out that innocent people suffer and their killers are not to blame: they just perform the command or will. 
So, the soldiers of anti-Libyan military terroristic coalition cannot be called to account for the crime against mankind.  

However, it is generally known that the person does the actions his personal inner morals allow him, in no way otherwise. Therefore, snipers and executioners are particularly selected being deprived of personal morals for the time of the mission. Responsible for all this is the political power in the states the generals and soldiers of which destroy mankind mercilessly. 

Such politicians do not have a moral right to be among those ordinary believers who give themselves up to prayers in Church. These politicians’ hatred self-oscillation phase is the most active to date… 
P.S. For two days the world has seen miracles – the one is more important than the other. Today (yesterday – Editor) the world heard from the US President Barak Obama’s mouth about killing of the Terrorist No.1 Bin Laden. To state this, medical reports or priests’ evidences were not needed. What is strange is that not a US soldier was supposedly injured during Bin Laden’s liquidation; allegedly, having dismissed his multistep numerous bodyguards, he was sitting with his hands folded and waiting until, in B. Obama’s words, a small group of CIA special squad soldiers killed him.

a) he was replaced by Colonel M. Qaddafi;
