“TO INFECT THE WORLD WITH HATE!”


The Neo Nazi and Ultra Nazi terrifying antihuman slogan is hovering as a black kite not only over Europe. It aspires to be global, universal like “Scoundrel of all the countries, unite!” Let us, potential victims of the world rabble, unite, too! For, unfortunately, time is on their side so far.

Every person comes to an opinion sooner or later that people created their world, certain dogmas, codes of conduct and friendship, and drawn a circle, to leave the limits of which means to violate the rules of co-existence. We shaped and filled the world the way we like and according to our imagination and related everything with the will of God, the Master of celestial powers.  

The history of human appearance and evolution proves that not a person would be able to live with the peace of mind without dogmata, framed with human belief in the existence of the beyond. 

The fact that we attach some divinity to the world we created has not been proved yet. 

This was not proved scientifically and many of religious dogmata remain the mystery; the people have reconciled to this long ago, taking this for granted. 

Nevertheless, common people’s many deeds are often outside the permitted limits. 

Only then we start clarifying whether these deeds are related to unknown mysteries of celestial powers which control our actions. 

Not having found trustworthy answers which would confirm our surmises, we estimate man’s deeds from different viewpoints, minimizing the divine influence with statements like The person got crazy, It’s the devil’s work, He is mentally incompetent, in the state of affect. 

We refuse to believe in what is obvious at that. Man has the freedom of actions; only earthly circumstances, his real physical and mental state, attitude to the world and his place in it can influence his choice. 

The unexpected deeds of some members of society are often related to the fertile ground (the social ground is meant) on which, due to people’s indifference and egoism, there is a tall tree, in the shadow of which everybody has a rest. At that, we do not pay attention to how the tree has grown and why it fans with cool everybody, including scoundrel terrorists, coming to the tree and the people in its shadow with sinister intentions and hate. Time shows that different groups of interests are organized under the tree which are sometimes directed at the extension of the area of hate, spite and even murder and death of society and the very tree. 

The reality of these scenarios is proved by the swift growth of nationalistic movements in Great Britain, France, Denmark, Germany and Norway where a well-known tragedy took place on July 22, 2011. It killed 76 people and undermined the hope of millions of Europeans, who created illusions of the reliability of European peoples’ security system. 

Unfortunately, Ultranationalism and Neonazism have rooted themselves in the European ground; therefore, it will be difficult to root them out or to neutralize their consequences by legal and political means. In addition, it is obvious that it is not enough to resort to severe administrative sanctions, to block the financial flow nourishing the ultranationalists in order to influence these double threats. 

The situation is aggravated with the fact that under the tree of evil, grown into the European community, there appeared a worm in its depth – Religious Radical Extremism, which does not annihilate the roots of Ultranationalism and Neonazism in Europe as many people think naively. On the contrary, they nourish each other, getting along with each other. 

As a result, the danger of the ominous triad “Religious extremism – Ultrantionalism – Neonazism” for society increases manyfold.

There are no supranational religions in Europe like in the East. Therefore, the triad of the kind, in other words, triple threat for European community is not only possible here, and it is already real. There is no antidote for this sinister combination or real ban on it either in religions, or democratic laws, sometimes countenancing the relaxedness under the pretext of the free expression of will.  

Many experts believe quite reasonably that the alliance of the kind may only reinforce the ultranationalists’, neonazis’ and religious extremists’ potential. 

It should be mentioned for justice’ sake that, except Islam, nearly all the religions are in good “business” relations with nations and nationalistic movements. 

According to Islam, not a nation is privileged, in simply terms, there is no one ‘in charge’; everything is focused upon Allah. 

Some religions – Buddhism, Judaism, Christianity and Gregorian branch as the first heretic sect in Christianity, according to historical data, are national. It is not clear what content prevails in them – religious or national. This thought is corroborated by a lot of examples. 

The study of radical nationalists’ and neonazis’ behavior indicates that supporting their behavior with religious attributes, they are satisfied with their hate and hostility towards ones they consider ‘the enemies’ of their nation and religion which they are supposed to protect and through which they get divine blessings. However, Religious radicalist hardly wishes to sacrifice himself for the name of the nation or religion for what he would become posthumously ‘an honored’ nationalist or ‘national hero’ or ‘a martyr’. 

No, heroic deeds are not typical for ultranationalist, neonazi or religious radical despite religious ‘tattoos’ all over their clear-shaven heads. In that case, they may deprive themselves of a chance to enjoy other people’s humiliation, death; this is the final aim of nationalism of many faces as a whole – to be superior to others, the master of destinies. 

According to the European mass media, allegedly, the young monster from Norway Anders Behring Breivik put on the earphones not to listen to music when he shot dozens of people on the island (“What a low European finesse” Friedrich Niet​zsche would say), but not to hear his victims’ cries and moans that could influence him and prevent him from completing his ‘cause’, to avoid noise and to kill as many people as possible, as though only mentally incompetent person can do this. 

Those who try to characterize his deed as the action of a mentally incompetent person are just insincere deliberately. They are criminally mistaken, grounding his desire to stop up his ears with the state of his psychical health. 

Those who do not want to accept the presence of Christian Super-Extremism in some of European states think this way. But, following formal logic, Breivik should have closed his eyes, too, not to see the nightmare he created in the pious country. He has not expressed regrets of what he did up today. 

Many politicians try to whitewash their faces blushed with worries and shame as well as their power and, of course, religion the benevolence of which they need for political ends, trying to get points. For this, they are trying by all means to incline public opinion to accept what happened simply as a tragic incident, as unexpected bolt from the European democratic blue, which hit the wrong address – stable, peaceful, successful democratic Norway. 

The people of Norway deserve the sincerest sympathy and compassion. They have hard times today and, therefore, turn the drama insignificant in comparison with the events in Libya, Iraq and Afghanistan into the tragedy of the European scale. It is really a terrifying tragedy for the victims’ friends and relatives. 

I understand this. I sympathize with them and I am ready to compassionate together with those whose relatives were killed by the bustard and villain, European religious fundamentalist, Neo Nazi and ultranationalist. 

At the same time, I know that the world is one and interrelated. This commits us not to think only about our own welfare. There is folk’s saying: ‘Good never comes out of evil’. 

Politicians should take this into consideration when, behind the successful people’s back, decide to send soldiers to take part in wars against innocent people, during which tragedy, death, humiliation and human sufferings happen. They say that one boomerang is enough to awaken indifferent conscience. Of course, if it is not lost in the quantity of personal material and financial interests. 

This is unlikely and I do not believe in this. However, this is the subject for another talk… 

Nevertheless, history will keep the truth about the present events. 

It is generally known that history is often not clear till the end, not correctly interpreted or presented. 

This is the reason of the following mistakes which, increasing in number, destroy the foundation of the house – the very history rewritten without scruple for centuries. Thus, according to the French historian Marc Ferro, the author of How the Past is Taught to Children, who studied and wrote about the history of different nations, “today nearly every nation has several histories, superimposing and confronting each other. 

Naturally, everybody does this in accordance with their interests”.

Nowadays, history is rewritten by many people in the West, including Europe, and the East. 

As a matter of fact, this has no relation to real history. I am sure that history has always been and will remain the object of political speculations.  

Misrepresenting the history of our days again and again, many US and European politicians try to make people look at everything from the strangely formed unknown American and European point of view. 

According to their actions, outside these artificially imagined ‘historical tales’ they see threats for themselves. This does not allow them seeing the world widely and taking into consideration ‘the form, structure’ of the eyes and faces of other nations and states. 

Since the ‘point’ in the context of European view is very narrow and covers just some fragment of the viewed space, according to the laws of Physics, the European view of everything and everybody changes very rapidly and only in the zone of initially defined limits, restricted by tasks in the interest of the world capital. 

Many nations of the world, especially developing ones, are not ready for this kind of variant, I would say, to cosmic velocity of development. They see no clear-cut scope in the viewed space yet; they are free in motions, actions. They have not formulated the means of their growth and cannot prognosticate their future. All this is in future. 

Therefore, time they have does not fetter them, does not restrict them to certain traditional canons, international conventions and laws. They resist the western influence the way they can – roughly, clumsily, illogically. 

Maybe, for this reason, Radical Nationalism in European states together with Religious Extremism, Ultranationalism and Neonazism, pass into neurosis, a hard-to-cure disease. 

The latter, it is apparently neurosis of many faces, is not thoroughly studied by psychologists and neuropathologists world​wide. 

The reason is simple: like in case with cancer, here, too, we do not understand the essence of the phenomenon. Religious Extremism in combination with Ultranationalism and Neonazism is a very complicated phenomenon; to fight it will be difficult, too. 

In such cases psychoanalysts would say that the process occurs in parallel with gradual change of human consciousness, in which it is consolidated. 

Therefore, the history of mankind provides a great deal of evidence that it is impossible to deprive man of the mind at one stroke. He dies slowly, painfully until the process is a doubtful ‘success’, and man loses it forever. 

The same happens with faith. It comes faster than mind develops. The faith, uncontrolled by the mind for a long time, often manages to mature and brings the mind to suicide, capturing the threats of control over the believer’s deeds, leading him to reclusion, martyrdom or terror and state of a suicide bomber. 

This picture is well known – the cult of martyrdom in Christianity, Sufism and reclusion in Islam, Religious Fanaticism-based acts of terror in different parts of the world, like, for example, in the neoreligious sect Aum Shinrikyo (currently known as Aleph) in Japan. 

We have to establish the fact that, unfortunately, a major part of independent states, including post-Soviet republics, have been experiencing the transition period. They are in certain virtuality - between a long religious and political stagnation that came to an end and a rapid religious revival and growth of the two important elements of life (politics and religion, or in terms of philosophy, matter and consciousness). The deep analysis of the recent events indicates that both the factors are burdened with the wrong interpretation of the essence of being, of the life of an ordinary person who, unfortunately, does not want to live without a false hope for eternal life, estimating his miserable existence in this unjust world where most people think themselves to be not other than a helpless nonentity. 

At once Africa appears before the eyes unwillingly: Niger, Somali, Ethiopia and a major part of the outlying districts of the modern civilization. 

This means that we ought to keep to certain rules of living, reminding us that nowadays any deviation from good should be regarded as a motion towards evil. This obliges us, as people, community, not to allow our social ground being favorable for growing the tree of national extremism and religious fanaticism.

I dare to note that the above said refers mainly to the West, particularly to Europe, where the trees with noxious fruits on them are ages-old. 

The fruits of evil and hate may envenom the whole Europe where capitalism has reached a deadlock. 

While Europe and we are mourning for the people killed in the Norwegian island, NATO’s soldiers, say, many young Anders Breiviks, are killing tens and hundreds of people in various regions of the world, and the European and world ‘democratic free’ mass media are keeping silent about that. The papers and TV channels of the so-called civilized states do not speak about, or misrepresent evident facts about human tragedies in the states, where the NATO soldiers and aviation, including, unfortunately, Nor​wegian soldiers, too, are coolly shooting peaceful populations, humiliating killed young women, prisoners in Iraq, Afghanistan and Guantanamo.

The whole world knows that Norwegian Air Forces, together with British, French and American fighters and bombers are still bombing Libyan cities, civil facilities – hospitals, schools, TV buildings, the sovereign state leader’s palaces. Tens, hundreds of peaceful people, including old men, women and children, patients at hospitals, are killed. 

Unfortunately, the prospering Europeans, in this case the people of Norway do not have compassion upon and protest against all this.

Is not this cynicism? Is this fair, legal, and, finally, is not this sanctimony before their own people and the world nations, among which there are ones persecuted, humiliated, victims of political intrigues and ones, called ’inviolable’ among people, who should be ‘protected’ and mourned for for a long time and need luxurious funeral? 

I think the latter is necessary for everybody dying of gangsters’, extremists’ and combatants’ bullets. 

All are equal before death. We cannot change this rule of life. The same should be during the life, too. Everybody knows that every action causes resistance and everything has consequences for which people should be responsible morally and legally. 

As a matter of fact, the world’s present events are the infringement of weak people’s rights, humiliation of whole nations, states, killing of hundreds of thousands of people outside Europe and the USA, UN’s connivance as well as indulgence to the wars in the Middle East, Africa, transnational drug barons’ luxurious life, appearance of new millionaires and billionaires as a result of open robbery, impunity and injustice and nearly absolute absence of responsibility for crimes against mankind. 

They are wars in Palestine, Iraq, Afghanistan, the former Yugoslavia, the tragedy in Nagorno Karabagh and Azerbaijan’s 7 occupied regions and in many states of the world. 

Is not this the sound of the alarm of calamity for all the people of the world? What else evidence is necessary for the world community to set the bloody war makers thinking and acting in accordance with their conscience, Christianity – with love to man without distinction as to nationality, religion or state he lives in? 

However, I have to point out that despite the SOS signal, broadcasted uninterruptedly, people have got used to it… 

It is a bad criminal habit. Anyway, it should not replace our human nature. We must prevent those infecting the world with hate by all means.

This is my viewpoint as a citizen, my moral credo, the impulse of inner anxiety of my ‘Ego’… 
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
