THE CROSS DISTURBS THE POWER
Without the cross the Christians’ religious 
system is doomed to destruction
Recently the government of Great Britain has passed a resolution banning to wear the cross. The resolution caused a violent negative reaction of Anglican Church and believing part of the population. Christians’ wearing of the cross means their religious belonging. It is a sort of a talisman giving some confidence that with the cross on the neck a Christian can rely, at the minimum, upon the coreligionists’ support, who will help him due to Christian duty. To clarify some points on this, a contributor of our newspaper has addressed to PhD, professor Rafig Aliyev. 

· Mr. Aliyev, how do you think what feeds or is the source of such unordinary decision of some states of Europe? In particular, the matter is Great Britain.

· The cross, as a psychological “nourishment”, is of great importance for the Christians and they will hardly take so quietly and simply the resolution of politicians whose ideological resources ran out long ago. Today, they have nothing to offer to their spiritually starving and morally depressed people. This is rather due to the weakness of power, its disability to start a normal, understandable dialogue and to take into consideration their compatriots’ mood. 

Most politicians understand that the situation is deplorable and openly hint that it is time to stop lying right in the English people’s face. Every person understands clearly when the political power lies, whether it solves economic and financial problems or the wars in Iraq, Libya and Afghanistan. 

They have swallowed a great deal of lie and understood the true that the modern politicians have nothing sacred except money and personal ambitions, ungrounded egoism and vainglory. These qualities can be felt with closed eyes when you hear their “flaming” speeches about the protection of “democracy” in Syria, Libya and Iran and about numerous non-democratic actions in their own country and in their compatriots’ relations to them. 

Most people of European states, including obstinate Great Britain, the magnificent old maid, have no doubts that they have been led to the verge of the disaster. The main thing is that they are not set free here too, and are slightly pushed to the economic, financial and moral and ethical abyss…  In this situation they have two variants to choose from: either to fall into the abyss taking the politicians with them or to rally their force, to turn around and to resist defending themselves and sweeping away the politicians and their power. To carry out the first variant the politicians train their citizens to this not understanding the consequences till the end. 

· Are there other reasons why people ignore the laws or important decisions taken by the power? What can this lead to?

· One of the many reasons of the change of young British people’s conduct is social disorderliness, indistinct future. Therefore, they have become “bosom” friends with alcohol. 

Investigations and social surveys carried out by British experts confirmed that their compatriots take alcohol more than the Russians. The Russians drink simply vodka, while in Great Britain people drink beer, whisky, and on Sundays they do it to the loss of consciousness. The most contingent of drinkers is the youth. This has turned into the national tragedy. 

The question arises: why do the Russians and British drink alcohol? The former bring themselves to alcoholism, while the latter, mainly the youth, are addicted to alcohol because of the absence of control by parents, teachers, who think that this is a kind of “freedom of choice”, i.e. “excess of democracy” and the children have the right to act the way they like. At least, power representatives say so. They amicably keep silent about what we suppose – the problems of life, including the changeable, aggressive external and internal policy of the very power. So, the point is the ban on wearing of the cross with the image of Jesus or without him. What is this? Is this invasion of “anti-crusaders”? Well, it means it is possible to buy power for money and the cross, the symbol of Christianity? Does the absence of the cross actually mean the absence of Christianity? 

Christianity as a religion is based on the prophet Jesus Christ. Take out his personality from the religious context and you will look at him as at a mere mortal. The power of his followers is in the very subject which, in their opinion, has divine energy. Christians idolize him and place their hope in him. Without him, Christians will be “disabled” who is unable to eat, drink, maintain their existence due to the followers’ spirituality, etc. 

· Are not there variants of approachment of positions of authorities and Christian population in England? You know that despite centuries-old laws and canons of Church, Queen Elizabeth II is the first lady ruling the Church.

· The question is very important but D. Cameron’s government cannot make right conclusions. Figuratively, they want to “cut off” the head of Christianity by means of guillotine. This is a dangerous game which may cause a great deal of misfortune. The provocative, bad smelling decisions of the kind can be classified as hysterics of powerless authorities in the struggle for their compatriots’ mind. So, politicians and their ideologists have already no enough arguments to influence society which feels more defenseless and driven to despair day after day. It does not believe in the authorities’ beautiful words and promises; it faces attempts to stop up the citizen’s ears and mouths with rough tampons by all means every day. At that, the authorities forget to wear “diapers” to prevent themselves from abundant outflow of spite, hatred and different kinds of muck. The stuff is more than enough in every society, even in problem-free one. Suffice it to turn off the tap that everything is overflowing the boiler and can flood and even contaminate society. 

Sometimes it seems that the situation in Great Britain, France, Italy, Spain, Portugal, let alone Greece, makes think this way. Figuratively, illusion does not appear there. The authorities/population confrontation is growing; all the structures – army, police, banking system which can be compared to the cross in Christianity are being contaminated. 

The opposition of these structures to population, which they have been formed from, sooner or later, ends in the authorities’ defeat. 

This has been practiced in Russia, France, Italy, Spain and many other western states. The East represented by Tunisia, Egypt, Yemen, Libya, Syria, Jordan and Latin America represented by Chili and Mexico demonstrate this in real time. I think the experts will not find it difficult to prognosticate the results of antireligious, antinationalistic actions in European states. This does not require serious scientific investigations. It is simply necessary to describe what is really happening. 

Nevertheless, we can become witnesses of global changes in the world. They will make some corrections on the political map of the world and in international relations, the struggle in which will be more decisive, for it will take in the power of masses coming against everything and everybody and fighting to self-destruction. I think not a sober politician, state or public figure will be pleased with such a deplorable scenario. 

This kind of people’s pressure is already felt in Greece, Great Britain and Italy. It has chosen the way leading to aggravation of relations with authorities. The confrontation of the kind may turn and most likely will turn into open forms of citizens’ insubordination as a precursor of national revolutions, bloody conflicts which will move Europe back for 100 years ago. 

The present decision of the British, Polish and French authorities directed at sharp restriction of the believers’ rights is a vivid illustration of their powerlessness of “introducing proper order in their own home” by acceptable legal means. 

· How can the decision reflect the idea of uniting the European Union? As we know things haven’t been moving there recently.

· Nowadays, everybody is aware of instability in the eurozone. The evidence of this is the fact that European politicians and member states of the European Union have been preoccupied with discussion of the destiny of the EU and its main attribute – euro serving as a factor cementing the Union with fading hope for several years. 

There are enough pessimists among politicians and ordinary people. Naturally, we are not indifferent to the results of the changes and confrontations between wide masses and authorities important for Europe and the whole world. The stability and security of this external economic and financial and impressive player depends on this. The economy, finances, and politics are directly connected with the situation in the EU member states. 

It is desirable that the European state should gain quietness, stability, confidence in future and not destroy what have been constructed for recent ten years because of hopelessness. It is very important for everybody except furious and irreconcilable opponents of the European Union, who base on their ambitions and financial, political and ideological interest. There are enough politicians of the kind in the EU and outside it. 

In such a difficult situation the cross as an important attribute of religious belonging may be useful during the dialogue with the population. Nobody has managed to ban to wear the cross by any decision or law. The history of Europe is full of attempts of the kind – to isolate Christianity from politics. All of them ended in weakening both of the power and religion. 

Besides, everything related to the cross, religion, power and population may lead to final destruction of democracy which, to all appearances, has been in the state of deep coma for several years. 

The hope for recovery of society and relations in it by means of classical methods is lessening day by day. Perhaps, “the traditional popular method” may turn out effective and above all answer the question whether “democracy of the western pattern will survive”. This “democracy” includes more illusions and, frankly speaking, lie which has turned into an integral part of life in western states. 

Perhaps, for this banal reason democracy is discredited there by the example of Asian and African states where there are no enough conditions for spreading the basics of democracy and where people’s masses do not believe high-ranking western politicians, since the latter say one thing but do another thing which is not compatible with very minimal components of the more or less accepted political system probe-tested in western states, including European ones. 

Nevertheless, the mechanism of democracy in Europe, too, has become obsolete. They do not need reconstruction and reforming, but replacement with new forms of political power. This is what lacks. Neither the West nor the East has ready variants. I would say that the main attributes of democracy – justice, equality, human rights for job, education, recreation, religion and free expression of will and conduct - have been destroyed everywhere. To some degree, the vicious system of choices under conditions of pluralism, and the authorities’ irresponsibility before the population which elected them are to blame. Some authorities go, others come, but the citizens’ situation is aggravating more and more. The western democracy in this appearance will hardly be a pattern for imitation.
