REPENTANCE IS NOT VALID WITHOUT CONFESSION OF GUILT

Everything is useless because you cannot deceive God!

This is how I would regard B. Netanyahu’s extraordinary deed, not peculiar to the leader of the Israeli government: a virtual mobile apology for Turkish citizens’ death. This is the first case in the history of the Jewish government when the leader of the Cabinet Council solves important problems by phone standing on the boarding ramp…

It is remarkable that everything happened in public or in the presence or as a result of strong pressure by the first person of Protestant America, President B. Obama before his flying away to motherland. This is an important know-how in such delicate problems.

The matter is the destiny of peace caravan for the Gaza Strip sent 2 years ago. The caravan with humanitarian aid was destined for Palestinians who have not had a chance to get material aid from those who wish to relieve their suffering and needs somehow. As a result of that, the humanitarian aid did not reach the recipient – the residents of the Gaza Strip. Though the Israeli government’s reaction to Turkish Prime Minister Erdogan’s statement that “a peace flotilla will reach our brothers in the Gaza Strip without sure” was quite predictable. R.Erdogan’s intention did not come true and that heightened tension in the relationship between the two countries… The following events were prognosticated, too. 

However, the so-called nuclear program of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the USA’s war against that country, which supports a near establishment of a Palestinian state with the capital in Jerusalem, and the liquidation of Israel, whenever an opportunity presents itself, “prevented” the tensed course of events.

Everybody knows well that talks about nuclear threat by Iran are a pretext to wage war the West probe-tested in Iraq and Libya. However, this time the matter is a Greater Middle East war which may change the balance of military and political powers in the region. It is not a secret that the result of the war will be favorable for those who wish to annihilate nuclear units in Iran, a neighboring country where a great number of our congeners – South Azerbaijanis, Persians, Kurds, etc. live.

The fact that life will not be happy for them, living in Iran and us, living in Northern Azerbaijan, is obvious. The same things were repeatedly observed in the Antiquity, Middle Ages and are observed in present. The whole region of Southern Caucasus, including Azerbaijan, Georgia and Armenia, may turn into a military actions zone. Nobody is surprised with that any more. 

However, the question is when that will happen. President B. Obama’s recent visit to the Middle East and judging by moods, reached serious results prompt that the day “X” is near. An attack to Iran having great human, financial and military resources, planned 10 years ago may be carried out. 

At any state of affairs, one important factor – religious one – should be taken into account. 

I remember a case that happened in 1992 when I and one of the AzTV responsible workers visited Tehran. Among other meetings there was held a private meeting with the highest leader of Iranian TV. During the conversation over a cup of tea, the latter was asked a question: “How did Iran, having a weakened army, manage to be a winner of the war with Iraq?” The interlocutor replied without thinking: “Everything is very simple: we poisoned our youth’s mind with religion, and happened what had happened!” 

Faith against weapon and violence has always been and is still a serious component of aggression resistance. 

The answer was stunning not only for us but also for that person. He understood that he made an unforgiveable mistake by telling us the truth. But, as the saying goes, “a word spoken is past recalling”. 

I remember that conversation till now and realize the power of religion in countries like Iran. This factor may play a very important part in the planned war against Iran, which has 70-million population and army of over a million soldiers with good arms and strong faith. I concede that today the Iranians’ faith is not as strong as it was in the late 70s of the XX century. However, except this evident fact, it would be ridiculous to stake on the opposition in Iran. Iraq is a bad example of that, though the opposition there had more chances… 

Well, this is already a sentimental talk. Yes, yes, a sentimental talk against the background of great powers’ war game. In this context, B. Netanyahu’s confession and remission of sins by R. Erdogan look incredibly poetical…

A Muslim administers absolution to a representative of the most right, I would say, religion, Judaism, in which repentance is not provided at all, while Islam prohibits the followers to do that. It is a certain improbable political and religious confusion… 

There is no time to define and clarify the situation, and nobody needs that. The war in Iraq is already called “false denunciation war”. As a matter of fact, the false denunciation was an ordinary, naked regular lie, the world community needed sharply to look with “pure” conscience at the destruction of the ancient civilization in Iraq and to swallow another bitter pill with the “blood” of innocent murder victims… As to the nuclear or chemical weapon, nothing dangerous for humanity the West “loves” so much was found in Iraq, as there had not been anything like that. However, the pretext turned out to be safe. 

And now, to all appearance, a “real” nuclear fever – searches of the nuclear weapon in Iran – is starting. I wonder what will happen if one of the rockets does not reach Iran occasionally and falls on the nuclear power plant in Armenia or reaches nuclear units in Iran. What then? If there is the nuclear weapon as the West has been stating for recent 7 to 8 years and it is destructed, who may prognosticate the consequences of such “victory”, and who will repent for us, neighbors of Iran, who destined to live in this region? 

It seems that it would be useless then to remember about the beginning of the recent virtual foundation of the real war in the Middle East with the participation of B. Obama, B. Netanyahu and R.T. Erdogan. It is known for certain who, how, and with whose help will construct the building. However, this is not the problem. What I was really surprised with is the fact of apologies on Israel’s part and remission of sins on Turkey’s, for the confession of guilt did not follow the apology and absolution did not correspond to procedures known for such cases. Repentance is not valid without confession of guilt… You cannot deceive God…

O my God, what politics do to people of different nationalities and religion?!... 

I would like to remind that our mullah demand money for reading suras from the Qur’an. The compensation for Turkish citizens’ death looks blasphemous. Why to prevent Allah from judging? Some political scientists are very naïve to believe that all this can weaken Russia and it will lose its influence in this important region. I mean both South Caucasus and the Greater Middle East. Well, what benefit will we derive from all this? We have no reasons for joy when all are staked. I am very skeptical about such groundless philistine prognoses. Some political scientists’ and journalists’ anti-Russian attitudes are their own business, but these emotions should not justify the concealment of truth of forthcoming war and its destructive consequences for the region… 

The minds of such narrow-purpose people are busy with composing and reasoning of their false conclusions so that they have no enough time to look the reality of our centuries-old peaceful coexistence with the northern neighbor straight in the eye. It is not obligatory that every neighbor should be our friend. What is important is that we have such an opportunity and the intention to deprive ourselves and our neighbors of that chance is harmful for our governments and states. 

A neighbor is friendship. The latter is the fruit of mind. Emotions should not be used for settlement of relations with neighbors if there is mind. This is the ancestry’s wisdom. 

I think that, along with the negative moment in the given situation, the expectation of war is a very awful state of the soul. The uncertainty eats up from within and the inability to change the course of events is leading it to a psychological deadlock. The whole world is at that capacious deadlock expecting the Greater Middle East war… 

P.S. One delicate question is not clear: “Will Christian priests forgive the representatives of three world religions simultaneously and all together if they agree to wage a common war and to confess to a big sin afterwards? I have no doubt about this. If they bless war, they will remit sins, too. Apparently, God will not hear the dying people’s groans. He, too, is fed up with human foibles, passions, greed, super-egoism, boundless affection for war, money, fame, etc… 

We are not going to interfere in God’s affairs or to advise Him anything: God is the All-knowing, Almighty, Merciful, and All-forgiving… 

It was the same in all times of great bloody wars (there have been over 3500 wars) in human history! And there have always been justificatory reasons voiced in confessions and the Almighty has never prevented His “authorized priests” on the Earth from taking into consideration the penitents’ “weighty arguments”…
